The intent of this
proposal is to provide Galena Park ISD with a pool of awarded vendors to obtain the best value for the District.
GPISD Campuses and/or departments will be allowed to select a vendor from the pool of awarded vendors to
purchase product(s) and/or services on an as needed basis.

2.2 COST AND TERM:  

Price is to remain firm/fixed for the term of the contract, unless cost increases or escalations are specifically agreed
to in advance in a writing signed by a duly authorized representative of the District.  The initial term of this contract
shall be three (3) years.  Notwithstanding anything herein to the contrary, all contracts with all vendors shall expire
and terminate on or before June 30, 2025.  

2.3 EVALUATION FACTORS:
 
The evaluations committee will conduct a comprehensive, fair and impartial evaluation of all proposals received in
response to this RFP.  Each proposal received will be analyzed to determine overall responsiveness and
completeness as defined in the scope section and in the instructions on submitting a proposal.  Failure to comply
with the instructions or to submit a complete proposal may deem a proposal non-responsive and may at the
discretion of the Evaluation Committee be eliminated from further evaluation.
