Jacinto City Elementary is an established school and has been serving the community of Jacinto City for 78 years. During the longevity of the school, there have been five principals
on this campus. Dr. Rebecca Gardea is currently serving as Principal. A new school building opened for the 2020-2021 school year. During the 2022-23 school year, the new building

will be two years old.

Enrollment for the 2021-2022 school year reached 713 students. The average daily attendance for students in the 2021-2022 school year was stable even during the COVID-19
pandemic due to COVID-19 and finished at 94.93%.
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Jacinto City Elementary's student population consists of 89% Hispanic, 4% African American, and 5% Anglo-American students. Economically disadvantaged students make up
92.2% of the student population. The school also serves approximately 47% ELL students and 8% SPED (including SLC/ECSE).  

Jacinto City Elementary currently serves 713 students from ECSE/SLC, PK3 through 5th-grade students. The students are approximately 91% Hispanic and 89% economically
disadvantaged. On state assessments, the school is performing above state averages in all areas. Student discipline has increased due to post-pandemic issues. Teacher retention has

remained at about 99%. Student attendance has been consistent at approximately 96% pre-COVID and has stabilized.

Jacinto City Elementary will focus on adjusting to all new testing standards, as well as the implementation of Data Driven Instruction in grades 3rd - 5th grades. The focus will also
encompass more push-in instruction from the campus instructional coaches to ensure that all areas of the TEKS are covered as well as ensuring teachers understand the DDI process.
